SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

PURPOSE

The purpose of the Scholarship Program is to provide an opportunity for members of the West Virginia Economic Development Council (WVEDC) to enhance their professional skills by attending approved training courses.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

Membership in the West Virginia Economic Development Council is individual, not organizational.  The applicant must be an individual member of WVEDC and be involved, either directly or indirectly with economic development work in West Virginia.  The applicant shall agree to remain employed in the economic development field in the State of West Virginia for one year from the date of the scholarship award.  A recipient who leaves West Virginia within the twelve-month period agrees to reimburse WVEDC on a pro-rated basis of 10% per month, for each month remaining in the twelve-month period, up to 90%.  Also, to be considered for the scholarship, the applicant must show a letter of endorsement from their employer.

SCHOLARSHIP VALUE DEFINED (Registration; lodging; meals)

This scholarship will pay for the recipient’s registration fee, lodging expenses, and meal expenses, up to a total not to exceed $1,000.  (Reimbursement for meals will not exceed $200.)  The registration fee may be prepaid by WVEDC if the recipient so desires.  Lodging and meal receipts must be furnished to the Treasurer of WVEDC for reimbursement.  Any expenses other than those named must be borne by the recipient.  WVEDC will not reimburse travel expenses.
